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USSSA MEN’S “B/C” NIT'S

1. Selected Men’s B NIT’s will be designated B/C NIT’s and award a paid C World
berth to the highest finishing previously unqualified C team.

2. Men’s C teams earn double points in Men’s B/C NIT's. EXCEPTION: If no B
teams enter the tournament, double points will not be awarded.

3. Ifa B/C NIT has 13 or more teams, the highest finishing team is entitled to $600
travel. Travel money will be sent to the official host hotel and credited to the
team’s rooms. If the team chooses not to stay at a host hotel, the travel money
will be forfeited.

4. B and C teams can only win $600 travel from USSSA in one NIT.

5. If a C team wins a paid berth in a B/C NIT, it can subsequently win $600 travel in
a C NIT.

6. If the highest finishing C team in a B/C NIT already has a paid C World berth,
$300 travel will be awarded to the team in lieu of the berth. An UNPAID C World
berth will be passed down to the next highest finishing, previously unqualified C
team. NOTE: Travel money will be sent to the official host hotel and credited to
the team’s rooms. If the team chooses not to stay at a host hotel, the travel
money will be forfeited.

7. The $300 travel can be awarded to a C team from multiple B/C events following
the criteria specified above in item #6.

8. Any situation that occurs that is not addressed above will be decided upon by
USSSA National Headquarters.
