World Tournament Entry Form and entry fee of $315 to your state director no later than Wednesday, 
September 1, 2010.

ENTRY PROCEDURE - State Directors 
 
All entry forms and applicable fees must be in hand at Tournament Headquarters no later than Tuesday, 
September 7th.

Surprise, AZ 85374.  State Directors are also expected to confirm all entries from their respective states into 
this World Tournament through the USSSA website with an electronic Letter of Transmittal. In addition, it is 
MANDATORY for the Director to confirm each frozen and approved on line roster. 
 
TOURNAMENT ENTRY CONFIRMATION 
 
Teams may confirm they have been entered into the tournament by checking the USSSA website at 
www.usssa.com.  If your team in not on the website list by Friday, September 3rd you should immediately 
contact your State Director  
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ROSTERS 
 
 Each team’s qualified frozen and approved roster must be posted on the USSSA website at 
www.usssa.com. Changes may only be made in accordance with USSSA eligibility rules in  
Article III of the Official USSSA By-Laws. Contact your State Director for assistance. PLEASE DO NOT CALL 
THE TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR OR USSSA NATIONAL HEADQUARTERS REGARDING ROSTER 
CHANGES!!! 
All players participating in USSSA tournament shall have photo ID available. Failure to do so will result in Rule 
4, Section 11, and A5 in the USSSA Rule Book to be applied. The offending team loses the game, is ejected 
from the tournament, placed last in the standings and forfeits all awards, sponsors travel money and 
tournament berths that would have been awarded at the tournament. 
 

CONDITIONS 
 
The tournament will be scheduled utilizing a double elimination format.  The Tournament Director/Committee 
reserves the right to change the format i.e., locations of fields, game times and dropping of losers bracket due 
to inclement weather or conditions.  The conversion to single elimination or format changes would only occur at 
the point where it would be mathematically impossible to complete the tournament on Sunday on a double 
elimination basis.  Upon entry into this tournament, all players, coaches, representatives, and spectators accept 
full responsibility to themselves for any injuries which may result from competing or any accidents at the 
tournament.  Tournament sponsors, USSSA Officials and representatives will not be liable for accidents or 
injuries which may occur.  Entry into the tournament constitutes an agreement to the above conditions.

USSSA RULES OF CONDUCT 
Excelling in Multi-Sports Programs 

 
It is the purpose of the United States Specialty Sports Association to conduct the best possible Tournaments from all 

aspects.  To achieve this objective the USSSA must have the cooperation of each player, manager, coach and sponsor. 
 

We are guests in the city that the tournament is conducted and nothing should occur that would reflect adversely on your 
team, players, our host city, or the United States Specialty Sports Association.  Therefore, it is required that all teams in 

the tournament comply with the following rules: 
 

1. Team managers must have full control of their players at all times.  This means "on" and "off" the field, course, 

or court. 
 

2. In case of disputed play or decision, team managers or captains may consult the game officials.  The other 
players and coaches or sponsors are to be kept out of the discussion. 

 

3. Managers, coaches and players are not to fraternize with spectators while participating in an event.  At no time 
will any participants be allowed to smoke while participating in any USSSA event. 

 
4. Managers are to report any unsportsmanlike or derogatory acts by players or spectators to the tournament 

director.  The purpose here is to prevent any serious situation developing that would be harmful to the 
tournament. 

 

5. Managers, coaches, players, sponsors and teams are liable for suspension by not adhering to the tournament 
rules in effect.  This could mean suspension for a game, games, tournament or a longer duration depending on 

the act of violation. 
 

6. A player, coach, manager or sponsor may be suspended for fighting, abusive tactics or unbecoming acts that are 

detrimental and not in the best interest of the United States Specialty Sports Association and tournament play. 
 

7. Be careful of your conduct.  Be sure that no action occurs that could reflect adversely on your sponsor, team or 
division.  Remember that the wrong actions of even one player can reflect upon your entire team and the various 

sporting programs. 

 
8. Any report by the hotel or motel management, where any team competing in USSSA championship play is 

staying, of destruction of property or abuse of hotel or motel property will be dealt with very sternly.  Team 
managers and sponsors will not be warned other than through this notice.  Failure to pay hotel or motel bills can 

result in team disbarment from future USSSA play.
